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What is the purpose of the Cyberspace Mentoring Program? Some 

primary school teachers believe they have recognized children in their classrooms who are 

exceptionally bright and performing two or three grade levels beyond their peers. The purpose 

of our cyberspace Mentoring Program is to connect these primary school teachers (Mentees) 

with American gifted education specialists/experts (Mentors), who can provide them with 

classroom guidance, support and alternative teaching methods.  Countries that we currently 

focus on are areas within southern Africa and the Caribbean.   

 

How does Cyberspace Mentoring work?   
The Iget-Net cyberspace mentorship program is an international communication exchange 

between school teachers (Mentees) and their international Mentors.  Communication is in the 

form of email exchanges.  Although, some participants may find other forms of internet 

communication programs such as Skype, more beneficial to the mentoring relationship.  

 

Who is eligible to participate?  While the focus is on attracting beginning teachers as 

mentees, any teacher currently employed in a southern African or Caribbean primary school 

may participate.  Our online application will ask for your demographic information and the 

name of the school where you teach.  The network selects only highly experienced and 

knowledgeable gifted education specialists as Mentors. 

 

How will I find a mentor?  You will be directed to the Iget-Network website where you 

will simply click onto the cyberspace mentorship program link.  Each mentor’s profile will 

describe his/her area of specialty in gifted education and a few other details from their initial 

application to register as a mentor. The website will also provide a guidebook and other 

interesting resources for teachers of exceptionally bright learners.  

 

What is the cost?  As this cyberspace mentoring program is just developing there is 

presently no cost to mentors or mentees.
